Dear saints of St. Paul’s:

We are looking now together into the powerful seasons of Lent and Easter — seasons of incredible
contrast, seasons which tell the story of who we are, who we might be, who we are born to be. The
weeks of Lenten preparation leading us up to Holy Week, the truth and love that lead us through the
compelling days of Holy Week, and the shattering, glory-filled, mystifying promise of Easter joy —
these are “our” days as no other days of the year can be. They call for our very best attention to the
ways we experience these deep truths and to the ways we offer them to all those whom God calls to
join us.

At our Vestry Retreat, the Rev. Janet Campbell, Canon for Liturgy in our Diocese, helped each of us
and all of us together look at how much The Space of St. Paul’s has to do with our journey of faith
and the experience of every newcomer, seeker, and visitor. She began with the guiding principles of
liturgical space — space that “tells” us who we are and what we believe is important:

The Eucharistic liturgy is an act of hospitality to the Risen Christ who comes to be among us in
Word and Sacrament... Welcome, generosity, abundance, and openness characterize Christ’s rela-
tionship with us and therefore should characterize how we celebrate the Eucharist and the space in
which we celebrate... Our liturgical space tells us and visitors who we are as a community of faith
and what we think is important. We are people of the Word, of Baptism, of Eucharist. Our primary
symbols of altar/table, baptismal water, and proclamation of the Word — all within the assembly of
the whole people - both reveal meaning and mediate that meaning to us. They should always be
prominent and generous with that meaning.

Vestry and Staff worked with prayer and passion and creative energy and thought-full reflection on
these principles and SO MANY ideas flowing from them! We agreed that through the 40 days of
Lent, Holy Week, and into the Easter season we would offer the saints of St. Paul’s the opportunity
to experiment with some changes in the liturgical space of St. Paul’s that might theologically and
practically reveal the power of seeing clearly what is happening at these important places - of Table,
Word, and Water - through all the contrasts and revelation of Lent, Holy Week, and Easter.

Once we have had time to experiment with the space through our experience with both kinds of sea-
sons, once we have had consistent weeks of worship to ask ourselves What does this space say to
us? What does this space say to our visitors? What does this space say to our kids? we will have
some real foundation to listen to one another and talk about what has emerged for us during this
temporary, experimental time. (The pieces which have been moved will be put-back-able!)

How can we say, “Come in”,
Sit down”, Welcome”, “Come celebrate with us”, “You’re ALL welcome.” Are we moving forward to
walk with God and to move toward communion with God? Does everyone coming to St. Paul’s feel as
welcome as you feel welcome?

Composting Comes toff St

Notice the large drums on stilts next to the parking lot? These nifty devices were made
possible by a generous donation to St. Paul’s and are Rotating Compost Drums. They
quickly and efficiently produce compost from food scraps and other organic materials.

We have a new compost pail in the kitchen where food scraps, plant and flower cut-
tings, coffee grounds (including the filters), and tea bags can safely be stored until they
are integrated into the larger outdoor drums. Look for the labeled pail in the kitchen
when you are scraping your plate, hosting coffee hour, helping to prep and serve for
soup, or participating in any other church event involving food.

At this writing, an earthy volunteer saint of St. Paul’s is
needed to be the Compost Coordinator — preferably someone
who has expert knowledge of the ins and outs of composting
and can maintain the drums. Let one of the “Greenies” know
if you are interested. And, thanks for your support in keep-
ing our landfills lighter and enriching God’s holy ground
with good compost!

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WHY THE BELL?

In the last two years, the Bell has grown from eight pages to twelve or sixteen and from
eleven issues a year to twelve. Really! Is all that necessary? Here are the purposes that the
Bell is designed to serve.

1) Help unite the body of Christ. Like just about every other parish, ours is two churches—the
eight-o’clockers and the ten-o’clockers, and hardly ever the twain shall meet. The Bell brings
us together into one body with photo montages, reportage, letters, and a sketch each month of
a person or couple. With Saints Alive and by other means, we showcase our various members
so that they are not simply faces in the crowd, more than just people to whom you grant a
smile and a peace once weekly.

2) Tell you about events just past. Not everyone can attend every function, even the major
ones. The Bell tries to summarize important recent happenings so that everyone is kept in all
the loops.

3) Tell you of upcoming events. The schedule and calendar can be removed and tacked on
your bulletin board for quick reference. Special events, including those that occur every year
but are special nonetheless, are described in display ads. The Lenten readings in this issue are
a good example.

4) Raise awareness of the church’s manifold ministries. We do a lot. We serve a lot. We ac-
complish a lot. You should know about those accomplishments, including what goes on be-
hind the scenes.

5) Serve as another archive. You are aware how precious to history are letters and journals
from a hundred years ago, windows onto the past. Of special importance is material describing
the lives and work of people in ordinary day-to-day circumstances of living. The Bell is our
gift to St. Paul’s believers a hundred years from now.

To that end:

0770, about church happenings that would be of interest to the body. If you are involved in
one of the church’s committees, ministries, or outreaches—particularly if you chair a group—
let us know what you are doing. If you shudder at the thought of having to write beautiful
prose or a ringing call to arms, your editor will be happy to prepare your information as an
article for the Bell (it may be neither beautiful nor ringing, but it will spread the news).

As we all know so well, the energy, camaraderie, sense of purpose, and pride of accomplish-
ment at St. Paul’s are second to none. Lord willing, the Bell reflects and fosters that together-
ness in Christ.

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Our Polly Fish interviews a Tasmanian Devil,
AKA Bob Dunlap

He needs to write a book of his adventures...because we talked for hours,
and 600 words are a mere introduction to the life and times of Bob Dunlap.

He is an adventurer extraordinaire. He’s a climber with the Matter-
horn among his many triumphs. He’s a sailor, with many boats in his history
(and in his yard) and sailing adventures both here and abroad. He’s a diver,
both high board and underwater, a swimmer, and a golfer. He’s a gourmet and
a gourmand, having once owned a small hotel in St. Thomas and having
been a ship’s cook somewhere along the way. And, we who have seen him in
church know him to have a whimsical streak as well, certainly in his colorful
choices of socks, belts and suspenders.

Often he has bright red Patrick Panther around his neck. “Patrick is
purely therapeutic...beats a neck pillow every time.” White-bearded Bob was our St. Nicholas at the last
church fair and has even dressed up as Grampus, St. Nicholas’ nemesis, in Austria.

Bob
speaks German and knows enough French and Italian to be very comfortable in those countries. “I’ll fly
to Venice, rent a car and explore, explore, explore. And this time, ’'m going to be a bit extravagant. I’'m
going stay in a hotel on Lido Beach.” He’ll be back with more tales and hopefully will hold court during
a coffee hour next fall.
